Mrs Macquaries Point - is an exposed sandstone rock cut into the shape of a bench,
on a peninsula in Sydney Harbour, hand carved by convicts from sandstone in 1810 for
Elizabeth Macquarie, the wife of Major-General Lachlan Macquarie, Governor of New
South Wales. The peninsula itself is named Mrs Macqguarie's Point, and is part of The
Domain, near the Royal Botanic Gardens.

Sydney Opera House - A must-visit iconic landmark of Australia that recognized by
UNESCO as a Cultural Heritage. Some say, never been Great Wall, means you never
been China; well Sydney say, never been the Sydney Opera House, meaning you never
been Australia.

The Rocks - The Rocks is a neighbourhood of historic laneways in the shadow of
Sydney Harbour Bridge. Locals and tourists mingle at the open-air Rocks Markets,
purchasing street food and handmade fashions. The area has some of Sydney’'s oldest
pubs and many of the upscale restaurants have harbour views.

Great Ocean Road - Drive one of the world's most scenic coastal touring routes, the
Great Ocean Road, spanning 243 kilometres along the stunning coastline of Victoria's
south-west. Take in the panoramic views as the road winds along cliff tops, up to
breathtaking headlands, down onto the edge of beaches, across river estuaries and
through lush rainforests. This is the most famous section of the Great Ocean Road
featuring an amazing collection of rock formations known as the 12 Apostles which have
been carved out of the headland by the fierce waves of the southern ocean.

Brighton Beach Bathing Boxes - Dive into Port Phillip Bay under the watch of 82
distinctive bathing boxes, a row of uniformly proportioned wooden structures lining the
foreshore at Brighton Beach. Built well over a century ago in response to very Victorian
ideas of morality and seaside bathing, the bathing boxes remain almost unchanged. All
retain classic Victorian architectural features with timber framing, weatherboards and
corrugated iron roofs, though they also bear the hallmarks of individual licencees’ artistic
and colourful embellishment.

Penguin Parade - Ever watched Happy Feet? If you didn’t, well, now you are giving a
chance to meet these cute little penguins shuffling in front of your eyes in the sunset!
Meanwhile, visitors also will learn the importance of conserving natural habitat and the
beauty of nature environment. (Standard View Platform)

Shrine of Remembrance - Monument for remembering those Australian who fought
bravely in war and those who suffered in war.

St Patrick Cathedral - Is the cathedral church of the Roman Catholic Archdiocese of
Melbourne Iin Victona, Australia.
