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Changdeokgung Palace - The second royal villa built following the construction of
Gyeongbukgung Palace in 1405. It was the principal palace for many kings of the Joseon
Dynasty, and is the most well-preserved of the five remaining royal Joseon palaces. The
palace grounds are comprised of a public palace area, a royal family residence building,
and the rear garden. Known as a place of rest for the kings, the rear garden boasts a
gigantic tree that is over 300 years old, a small pond and a pavilion.

Bukchon Hanok Village - Is home to hundreds of traditional houses, called hanok,
that date back to the Joseon Dynasty. The name Bukchon, which literally translates to
"northern village," came about as the neighborhood lies north of two significant Seoul
landmarks, Cheonggyecheon Stream and Jongno. Today, many of these hanoks operate
as cultural centers, guesthouses, restaurants and tea houses, providing visitors with an
opportunity to experience, learn and immerse themselves in traditional Korean culture.

Songwol-dong Fairytale Village - A renovation project was brought upon to improve
development of the village by painting and decorating classic fairy tales all around. There
are many mural and fairy tale characters in the fairy tale world with the theme of world fairy
tales.

N Seoul Tower - The most famous spots in Seoul since it gives you a panoramic view of
the city. Love of Locks - Thousands of padlocks attached to the fence by romantic Seoulites
symbolizing their undying affection.
